AAU medals and trophies will be awarded to the first and second place teams in each
grade division held.

All bench personnel must be present and show government issued photo ID in order to
receive credentials. NO EXCEPTIONS

Proof of Age (and grade if necessary) must be available for review at all AAU licensed
events as defined by the AAU Boys Basketball Handbook. Documents need to be
shown, upon request, to the any representative of the National Boys' Basketball
Committee.

The National Eligibility Committee has sole authority to rule on eligibility.

TEAMS MUST PARTICIPATE IN THEIR DISTRICT
CHAMPIONSHIP FOR A SUPER REGIONAL BID TO BE VALID.

Teams will be awarded a bid to the DI, DII, or DIII National Championship based on
their finish in the Super Regional. Below is a breakdown of the maximum number of
bids that will be awarded to the National Championship based on the number of entries:

NUMBER OF TEAMS PER AGE/GRADE DIVISION IN SUPER REGIONAL

0-3 Teams —1 DI bid, 1 DIl bid, and 1 DIl bid

4-6 Teams — 2 DI bids, 2 DIl bids, and 2 DIl bids
7-9 Teams — 3 DI bids, 3 DIl bids, and 3 DIl bids
10 or more Teams — 4 DI bids, 4 DIl bids, and 4 DIl bids

Teams that qualify from the Super Regional Championship to the National
Championship must participate in their District Championship to validate their bid
and receive seeding for the National Championships. If a team receives a Bid but is
unable to participate in their District Championship, they must submit a written
request stating the reason(s) they were unable to participate. The AAU Boys'
Basketball Committee will determine if the team is eligible to use their bid.

If a team receives a Super Regional Bid and a District Championship Bid, the team
has the choice of determining which bid it shall use to advance to the Division |
National Championship. Please note that a District Championship bid will be seeded
at the National Championships. If the team chooses the District Championship Bid,
the Super Regional Bid reverts to the Super Regional and rolls down to the next
highest placing team without a bid (not to roll down below 4" place).
